  Some of the species listed below use blackberry when it is near another habitat type, e.g., Chestnut-backed 
chickadee and Ruffed grouse will use blackberry thickets when they are near fifty- plus year-old Douglas-fir, 

western red cedar, Sitka spruce, and other coniferous trees; Virginia rail and marsh wren when blackberry is in or 

beside marsh zone. The predators either hunt from or along or over the blackberry thickets. Some species are 

uncommon, e.g., white-throated, Am. Tree and swamp sparrows, but are seen in small numbers nearly every 

winter. Not included are rarities like Tropical kingbird, Eurasian Redwing, Fieldfare and Brambling. Winter is 

from September to February inclusive.
